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Role and Responsibilities

The State Interagency Coordinating Council is established under federal and state law for the purpose of advising and assisting the CT Birth to Three System in managing its responsibilities under Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA).

The function of the Council per Connecticut Law17a-248b is to:

1.  Assist the lead agency in the effective performance of the lead     agency’s responsibilities, including:

· Identifying the sources of fiscal support for early intervention services and programs 
· Advising on priority areas and measures for quality assurance of programs
· Assignment of financial responsibility to the appropriate agency 

· Promotion of interagency agreements 

2.  Advise and assist the Commissioner of the Department of Developmental Services on issues concerning:

· The development of standards and procedures 

· The transition of children from Birth to Three into Dept. of Ed services 

·  Identifying barriers that impede timely and effective services delivery 

· The adoption of rules and regulations 

3.  Prepare and submit an annual report to the Governor and the General Assembly on the status of the Birth to Three System

The Council shall meet at least quarterly, and shall provide public notice of its meetings, which shall be open and accessible to the general public.
