	NOTIFICATION TO SCHOOL DISTRICTS


	Purpose:
	In accordance with the Connecticut General Statutes, Section 17a-248d(e) and IDEA Part C 303.148(b)(1), it is the responsibility of the Part C lead agency to notify local school districts of all children enrolled in Birth to Three who reside in their town or who may become their educational responsibility

at age three.


Overview

The Department of Developmental Services will notify local school districts of all children enrolled in Birth to Three who are at least 2 ½ years old.  
Notification
The Department of Developmental Services will notify local school districts about all children enrolled in Birth to Three who either reside in their district or who have nexus with their district (as determined by the Department of Children and Families) on an annual schedule determined by DDS.  

1. For children whose parents have already referred the child to the LEA (form 3-8) or who has signed a release of information to the LEA, the notice will include the child’s name, DOB, ICD-9 diagnostic code, age in months, date of referral to Part B, town of residence, whether the child resides in a foster home, name of the service coordinator, and Birth to Three program contact information.

2. For children who have not yet been referred to the LEA or for whom the parent has not signed a release of information to the LEA and who are less than 2 ½ years old at the time of the notification, the report will include only that there is a child enrolled from that district (no name), the month and year of birth, the age in months, town of residence, and whether the child resides in a foster home.

3. For children who are at least two years, six months of age at the time of notification, the notice will include the child’s name, date of birth, parent(s) name(s), address, telephone number, the name and contact information for the family’s service coordinator, town of residence, whether the child resides in a foster home, and the language spoken by the family.  All of this information is designed to assist the school district in meeting its child find responsibilities under IDEA Part B.
Service coordinators, written parent materials, and the Birth to Three website will inform each family of this requirement at the time of enrollment in the Birth to Three System.
