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Partnerships: Effective supports for families depend
on providers and families working closely with a variety
of community, state and federal programs.

Family Centered: Evaluation, planning and services are
designed around the family’s needs, concerns, and
priorities and keep the whole family in mind.

Natural Environments: Providing services within
activities that occur in the child and family’s home and
community offers opportunities for the child to learn
and practice new skills and participate more fully in his
regular daily routine.

Best Practices: Research and laws continually require
new approaches to services. Providers use up-to-date,
effective service strategies.

Respect and Choice: Families choose their Birth

to Three program. Decisions about services and supports
reflect the family’s knowledge, beliefs, hopes, family
characteristics and culture. Achievements are made by
families and providers working together on the same level
and recognizing that each has important information to
share.
