Specific Duties of Council Members:

· Attend scheduled Council meetings and events.  If you are unable to attend, please contact the lead agency staff person in advance.
· Become an active member of at least one standing committee or task group.  The Council’s real planning, policy development, and advocacy work is done primarily by and through its committees.
· Familiarize yourself with the federal statute, the state statute, and the ICC By-Laws and other major document and publications.
· Review/comment on materials in advance of meetings or as requested for Council and/or standing committee meetings; share your perspective as a parent, agency representative, provider, advocate, or organization representative on issues discussed at Council and committee meetings.
· Contact state and federal legislators as requested on matters pertaining to Early Intervention services and the needs of eligible children and families.  (Political contact is not expected by members if it is inconsistent with law, their work or their personal views.)
· Keep the leadership and/or staff person informed of ideas, information and concerns by telephone, e-mail or written contact.
· Share information relevant to Early Intervention services and the population served and share information from other groups and committees with the council.
