Evaluation
A good evaluation of a child’s development combines professional training in measuring and observing a child’s abilities with an ability to engage the parent and the child in the evaluation process.  A lot of the evaluation may look like simple “play”, but the child is actually invited to do specific things so the team can measure if, and how well the child can do those things according to standardized testing protocols.

As the evaluation is nearing completion, the evaluators will talk with the parent to be sure that the things they saw the child doing are typical for the child, and may give their initial impression of how that matches the state eligibility requirements.  The item scores are then tallied and matched with the standardization tables for each of the test instruments that were used to arrive at specific scores for each developmental domain.

Results for Parents

The formal results of each child’s evaluation are shared with the parent in writing, and verbally in their native language, unless it is clearly not feasible to do so.  The evaluator explains the results to the parent and answers questions about what is written.

Sharing Results with Others

Eligibility results cannot be shared with anyone unless the parent gives written consent.  If the parent agrees to release the information, the signed form should be given to the child’s Birth to Three program.  (See, “About Our Programs” on this website  to find contact information for each program, including fax numbers.)    If the parent does not know the name of the specific program, you may forward the signed release to the Child Find Coordinator via fax at 860-418-6003.  She will assist in forwarding the release to that family’s program, so that the program can then send you the eligibility result.
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
