	PERSONNEL STANDARDS



	Purpose:
	Defines the suitable qualifications and supervision required for personnel providing early intervention services based on entry level requirements and credentialing requirements.


Overview 

The foundation for building a quality program begins with employing or contracting with personnel who meet the highest entry-level requirements for their discipline.  Those requirements are listed on the grid on the following pages.  The grid includes all of the professions listed in the federal regulations.
Certain employees require valid Connecticut licensure or certification in order to conduct the activities of their profession.  Each program must verify the credentials indicated for early intervention personnel employed or contracted.  The program will maintain, on file, copies of current certifications and licenses and make them available for review upon request by the Birth to Three System

Standards for Teachers (Developmental Therapists)
A teacher must possess a valid initial, provisional or professional teaching certificate from the CT State Department of Education in endorsements #112, #113 or #065.  Maintenance of the proper certification is the responsibility of the individual teacher.  If certification is lapsed, the individual cannot be employed as a teacher.  

All teachers with initial educator certificates who work for a school district, Regional Education Service Center (RESC) or approved private school must successfully complete the CT Dept of Education’s program for beginning educators, if there is a program for their endorsement area.  Teachers who are employed by private Birth to Three programs are not eligible to participate in this program.  Teachers who complete 30 school months of successful Birth to Three teaching experience for an approved Birth to Three program will be eligible for the provisional educator certificate (See C.G.S. § 10-145d (g). However, as of July 2012, teachers wishing to go from a provisional license to a professional license must have three years experience in a public school. (this includes Birth to Three programs operated by RESCs).  Teachers working in Birth to Three programs may renew their provisional license each year indefinitely.
All employees who hold professional educator certificates must earn nine continuing education units (CEUs) over five years in order to renew certification for another five years.

Standards for Licensed Personnel

Speech Pathologist, Physical Therapist, Occupational Therapist, COTA, 

Nurse, Audiologist and Psychologist
All speech pathologists, physical therapists, occupational therapists, COTA, nurses, audiologists and psychologist employed or contracted with must be licensed by the State of Connecticut Department of Public Health.  Employees not holding a license will be informed that continued employment is contingent upon the granting of the license.  Renewal of licensure should be monitored annually by each program (see Connecticut Birth to Three Personnel Standards table at the end of this procedure for other disciplines).
Dietician/Nutritionist and Optometrist

Before these personnel may conduct developmental evaluations or ongoing assessments they must receive the Birth to Three Infant Toddler Family Specialist Credential with endorsement number 1.2.0 or 1.2.3.  Because evaluation experience is needed to obtain the credential the individual seeking the 1.2.0 or 1.2.3 endorsement may obtain experience acting as a third evaluator with appropriate supervision.

Early Intervention Specialist

This position is considered a Birth to Three professional delivering special instruction under IDEA. The specific duties they are able to provide include:

· Ability to perform evaluations and assessments.

· Being listed as a professional on the IFSP without having another professional listed for supervisory purposes.

· No sign off required on contact notes. 

· Reimbursed at professional rate on requests for supplemental funding. (See Payment Procedure)
The following are the requirements for a staff person to be considered an Early Intervention Specialist:

1. Hold a Bachelor or Masters degree from an accredited institution with a major or concentration in:

a. infants and toddlers (includes early intervention and early childhood education) 

b. child development 

c. child studies

d. special education

e. communication disorders
f. human development and family relations
g. psychology (Masters Degree)

h. closely related field 

For each of these degree programs, transcripts of degree coursework or subsequent transcripts must reflect successful completion of at least four approved courses from an accredited institution of higher education, each course being equivalent to a three-credit course.  This should include two courses that focus on infants and toddlers, 1 course in evaluation and assessment and 1 course on either working with families or early language and literacy.  

AND

2. Obtain the Connecticut Birth to Three Infant Toddler Family Specialist Credential with endorsement 1.2.0 or 1.2.3. 

AND

3. Have completed at least 300 hours of practicum or work experience with young children (birth to 8 years old).  For more information on EIS see the EIS Guidance on the Birth toThree website.
CT Birth to Three System Infant Toddler Family Specialist Credential

In Connecticut, the Infant Toddler Family Specialist (ITFS) credential was developed to assure the quality of personnel providing supports and services to families.  The practice of early intervention requires very specific knowledge and skills that change and develop over time and are not adequately presented in most pre-service training programs.  Anyone who provides direct services to children and families in their home or community may obtain an Infant Toddler Family Specialist credential with the proper endorsement for their role.  This process is voluntary.  Those who volunteer have three years from application to completion or they must re-apply.  In order to receive a credential, applicants will demonstrate that they meet the Indicators of Effective Practice through submission of a portfolio and passing a multiple choice examination or through alternate means.

For those seeking to be an Early Intervention Specialist and currently unable to complete evaluations, the portfolio for the ITFS credential must include evidence of having conducted the evaluation which is then signed off on by the two professionals required to be present for the eligibility evaluation. Guidelines for the Use of Paraprofessionals

Included in the Connecticut’s Birth to Three System’s Personnel Standards are two categories of paraprofessional generalists called Early Intervention Assistants and Early Intervention Associates.  Education, experience, and supervisory requirements for both are listed in the table.  These personnel can be valued team members and work successfully to support and extend the role of early intervention professionals, however it is expected that the number of staff in these job categories will not exceed 25% of the total direct full time equivalent (FTE) early intervention staff.  This 25% rule does not apply to the autism-specific programs.  
No child may receive direct services ONLY from an EI Assistant or Associate. A licensed or certified professional supervising the EI Assistant or Associate must also be listed on the child’s IFSP as seeing the child at least quarterly. 
Early Intervention Assistants

Early Intervention Assistants receive at least one hour per week of direct supervision by a licensed or certified early intervention professional that is qualified to conduct initial evaluations. Direct supervision should be documented with, at a minimum a log of supervision occurences. EI Assistants must also have the availability of contact with a supervisor during work hours.  They provide direct services to children and families by performing routine tasks assigned by professionally licensed or certified personnel.  They take no action independent of the written programs and service plans designed by licensed or certified personnel.  Some examples of their duties may be:

· Observing and/or assisting with evaluation and assessment sessions

· Participating in IFSP development

· Assisting families and early intervention personnel in the delivery of services
  
 

· Assisting in maintaining data

· Participating in periodic conferences, team meetings with early intervention professionals

· Developing a rapport with the child and family

Early Intervention Assistants are not responsible for conducting evaluations, assessments or planning interventions.  They may not function as service coordinators.  They cannot be the only service provider listed on an IFSP

.

Early Intervention Associates, PTAs, COTAs and BCaBAs
These positions: 

· Must receive at least one hour per month of direct supervision by professionally licensed or certified early intervention personnel.  Direct supervision should be documented with, at a minimum a log of supervision occurences. 
· Must attend at least one team meeting per month.  
· May function independently, providing direct services to children and families in home, or community-based settings, however all progress notes must be countersigned by their supervisor.  
· May perform all of the functions of the Early Intervention Assistant as well as serving as service coordinator.  
· Participate in IFSP

 development and implementation, and monitor outcomes as part of a transdisciplinary team.  
They are not responsible for conducting initial evaluations or ongoing assessments; however they may provide information that contributes to those evaluations or assessments.  They cannot be the only service provider listed on the IFSP.
